1.1 Main Text

The paper should be in A4 size, single-column format, using Times New Roman 12 point font with 1.5 text spacing, and one-inch (2.5 cm) margins throughout the entire paper. Paper should not exceed 5 pages all-inclusive. Paper that does not follow the format will be returned back to the author without review.

1.2 Tables and Figures

All tables, figures, graphs, or appendices should have suitable titles. It is advised that tables supplement the discussion in the paper and not duplicating or repeating the text.
